She’s Out of My League was directed by Jim Field Smith, and written by Sean Anders John Morris. The words quirky and romantic comedy always seem to go hand in hand, but down-to-earth does not always accompany the two. As Kirk (Jay Baruchel) returns a lost cell phone to Molly (Alice Eve) after she left it behind at his airport security check station, the pair hit it off to make an oddly compatible match. There are whimsical aspects of the story, but the very real issue of insecurities causing problems in relationships is the main point of the plot. Kirk drives a Dodge Neon, is out of shape, works as a TSA at an airport, and his family is dysfunctional and unsupportive- he is a “5” on the dating scale. Molly is a high-scale event planner, an ex-lawyer, a “smoking hot babe,” and in the past only dated men in aviation- a very hard “10” on the scale. And of course it is well known that you can only make dating work with someone who is only 2 points above your score. The light-hearted laugh-at-yourself comedy picks up the mood of the movie, but when Molly and Kirk have their first real fight about why Molly would even look at a guy like Kirk, it becomes instantly relatable. The awkward mannerisms of Kirk along with his honesty tell the ultra-confident Molly that he is different from her past romances. As they work past Kirk’s low self-esteem together, they find a way to fit each other quite nicely into their own “big pictures.” She’s Out of My League hits the right soft spots at the right times, and the hilarity of the situations Kirk finds himself in make the movie into something more watch-able than the usual sappy love story. Although the plot aims a little bit out of reality sometimes, it is still true to normal but difficult problems in love. If you want to laugh at unfortunate happenings that occur in dating and still be satisfied with the happiness love is capable of bringing into life, She’s Out of My League would be a very good choice.
