Title: Friend of slain lottery winner charged with murder
Who: Dorice Donegan Moore, 37, was arrested on the charge of first-degree murder. Abraham Shakespeare, 43, was found dead in newly laid concrete.
What: Moore was said to have befriended Shakespeare after he won $31 million in the Florida lottery of 2006. Shakespeare was killed on April 6 or 7. Moore stated tearfully that they were friends and she was helping him to write a book about the curse of having millions. Moore currently remains in Hillsborough County Jail.
When: The story was covered on February 19, 2010. These occurrences took place earlier in 2009 and the body was uncovered earlier in January of this year.
Where: Hillsborough County, Florida. Shakespeare’s body was found outside of a home in Plant City, Florida in late January.
Why: Shakespeare won millions in a Florida lottery. Moore soon after became friends with him, and has been to have committed fraud to obtain his money. She is the main suspect in his death, and had dealings with his money while he was alive.
Interesting Details that make the story: Moore told CNN affiliates that “the money was like a curse to him, and now it has become a curse to me.” She decided to befriend him and become involved with him on a friendship basis, and a business basis. The statement seems contradictory to her actions.
